You don't have to be a great artist to make good Learning Materials, but following

the principles will make them better.

know what it was like to try and create your learning materials and what you might

do differently next time.

We know from our study of cognitive load Theory Myers cognitive

theory of multimedia learning and Universal Design

for Learning that how we present information matters.

It has a significant impact on

learning especially for new information.

So this week we're taking a closer look at design principles that

will help you with the visual design of your learning materials.

And we're going to try our hand at creating an infographic in canva

and/or improving a PowerPoint

presentation using these principles this week.

So here's an example of an infographic. I made

this week using canvas showing some of the design principles. We

know to be good practice.

This infographic has a pallet of four colors that

it uses consistently.

The graphics are all of us similar Style.

and size and repeat some elements from one section

to another

it uses negative space to give it some balance and

to draw your eye to certain key information.

It uses a hierarchy of information.

You can see that there's three different sizes of text all

using different versions of the Montserrat font.

The graphic elements are all next to the text.

And they alternate back and forth between the graphic on

one side and the text on the other.

And both sides are aligned with the side of the page.

If I were going to improve this, I would say that it could use even more negative

space that maybe I need to edit the text down a bit.

I could use contrast to make keywords pop out in these sections.

And I might use Graphics that are a bit more oriented towards

video making.

So don't just talk about them. Try these things out and share

them in your blog and let go of the idea that they have to be

perfect.
