We're going to start off this week

with some key terms and foundational theories before we

dive deeper in the multimedia learning.

We'll also quickly catch up on cognitive load Theory which is

referenced in the theories. We're going to focus on in this course.

If you're an education student, you probably come across some

of these theories already and if you're not watch the videos

so that you can have the reference as we move forward.
