Welcome to week eight of interactive and multimedia learning.

I hope you all had a restful and restorative reading

break and got to catch up on a few things.

This week we're going to talk about generative artificial intelligence tools.

And you may notice that I've moved

this topic up in the schedule by a few weeks and that's

because it's evolving quickly and I think that it's important that we talk about

it sooner rather than later.

So generative artificial intelligence tools or AI

our tools that harness the power of

machine learning to create text sound and video in

response to text prompts and in

the past few years the quality of what these Technologies can produce and

the availability of these tools has grown exponentially.

This week we're going to take a closer look at generative Ai

and also at the ethical and practical considerations of

using it to help produce media and multimedia for

learning.

So I want to start by showing you one multimedia AI told

that I've been exploring lately called Runway dot ml.

So this is one of the tools that you're going to find in the explore section. It's called

runway.ml and it's an ai-driven.

video editing and special effects creator, you can

see up here that there's a lot of things that you can do with just text prompts

image to image transformations. You

can transform video backgrounds

extract depth

You can interpolate by using

the frames. I'm going to show you green screen

in a second, which is much faster and more accurate than

many. In painting is very quick to move things out of

the screen motion tracking you can attach text to

moving objects and use these super slow motion

effects. So a lot of effects that exist already that we're quite

familiar with but actually take quite a lot of time to

do and a lot of expertise

So, let me just show you one project that I've been working on here.

I'm using an asset from the demos here.

I'm using skydiving.mp4 and you

can see that the layout of this is similar to most media editing

kinds of Suites. You can see there's four video

channels down here six audio channels and

you can layer video and audio and special

effects much the same as you would in any other

media

editing situations. So here's my

skydiver.

So what I've done is I've taken this video down here this

skydiving dot MP4. I've

duplicated it here, and I've used the green screen tool

to

Extract this skydiver, but I've also lengthened

it so that they're a little bit out of sink. So now when you watch it, you can

see

and now it runs on a background and just goes into space.

So this is it doing green screen on its own

and it does a pretty good job and it's own but you can also edit it

and fix anything that's not

working. So I think I noticed towards the beginning that there

is a section.

Where the hand is not quite showing up

there?

So I can edit the mask.

I can click on that hand.

like that

And it'll correct the mask.

Let's say I'm done masking.

Takes a minute to load and generate all

these frames and then you can see the hand appears there.

And it stays in the frame.

So there's lots of potential in this tool. There's

lots of effects and filters you can use that.

I haven't even started to play with yet. I'm

going to have so much fun with this.

And I hope you do too.

So I look forward to reading your thoughts and seeing your creations using

generative AI tools this week. There's no
