Learning engages students to participate in their

learning by themselves or in groups by setting up opportunities

to solve problems investigate ideas experiment and

explore different things.

And there's lots of research that shows that this is a really

successful strategy for promoting critical thinking promoting problem

solving skills, and also retaining knowledge.

So so far this video has been passive learning, but

now I'm going to ask you a question and that will introduce some Active Learning.

I could also introduce some Active Learning into this video by just

asking you to think about times when you've experienced both active and

passive learning and when you find them when you found

them a good learning experience.

So when you're working in your project for assignment for look for

opportunities to introduce Active Learning into your lesson and

tell me about it so that I know you did it on purpose.

I hope you have some fun this week with h5p. It's

a really powerful tool that's integrated into a lot of platforms including

WordPress and a lot of learning management systems and it

can help you quickly create Interactive Learning objects using HTML5.
